· In what ways might this describe us?
5. a) Sins have inevitable and evident consequences. In what ways can we draw attention to both the consequences of sin and the fullness of grace in our evangelism or discipleship? 

b) Think of examples of Jesus in the gospels which help us in this?

c) What are the possible consequences of stressing either judgement at the expense of grace or grace at the expense of judgement?
