Acts 3. 1- 26  - We are witnesses
1. Bertrand Russell (an atheist) claimed that if he ever met God he would tell him he hadn’t given him enough evidence to believe.   How would you respond to that?

2. If Peter hadn’t explained the miracle of the healing described in v1-10 and gone on to speak of Jesus, what do you think would have happened?

3. What evidence does Peter offer that Jesus rose from the dead? (see vs 15, 16,18-26) Why is it so important to the Christian faith that the physical resurrection of Jesus is a real historical event? (cf. 1 Cor 15:1-8, 12-19)?

4. What does it mean to repent and what 3 things does Peter say flow from repentance (v19ff)?

5. Peter speaks of the Lord Jesus bringing ‘times of refreshing’(v19). Jesus himself said “I came so you can have real and eternal life, more and better life than you ever dreamed of.” (John 10:10, The Message) In what ways is the Christian life ‘more and better’?

6. Throughout chapter 3 Peter is concerned to demonstrate that the gospel he is preaching about Jesus has been accredited by God as true (see vs13-16, 18,22-23, 24-26) In the week that lies ahead how can you demonstrate your confidence in that truth?
