Acts 8.26-40 – The story of one

1. Is life full of haphazard coincidences or divinely established intersections?

2. Who is directing this encounter between Philip and the Ethiopian eunuch? Can you give supporting evidence?

3. What indications are there that even before he met Philip, God was already at work in this Ethiopian’s life? Have you ever seen evidence of God at work in the life of someone who had yet come to faith in Jesus as Lord and Saviour?

4. What would you say to someone who in terms of their Christian witness says, ‘I let my life do the talking.’? (cf vs28-35)

5. Philip told him the good news about Jesus (v35) In your own words how would you summarise the good news about Jesus?
6. Why do you think the Spirit of the Lord suddenly took Philip away (v39)?
7. What do we learn about the character and purpose of God from this story?

8. How might what we read in this story influence the way we approach the encounters and conversations that we have with people in this coming week?
