5. For God has set a day when he will judge the world with justice by the man he has appointed. He has given proof of this by raising him from the dead (Acts 17.31) What is your reaction to this? What would a world in which there was no final judgement look like?
6. ‘Heaven is not a pipe dream or a cruel mirage but an amazing reality earned for us by Christ’s death and proved by his resurrection’ Has this changed your view of heaven?
