1. ‘Grumpy Grumbler’ or ‘Patient Pray-er’ (from Harvest service see Exodus 16 vs2-3, 8-9) What might help someone move from being the former to becoming the latter? 
2. What strikes you most about the order and content of the Lord’s prayer? (Matt 6.9-13)
3. How might we use that order and content (of the Lord’s prayer) to shape our own praying?

4. The fact that Jesus taught his disciples to pray ‘Our Father’ implies that he always expected his church to pray together and not just individually. What problems, hang-ups, fears, worries, sins, etc keeps Christians from praying with others?
5. How could we help one another in addressing these?
